ADVANCED NOTICE OF STREET WORK 

“Slurry Seal” is a mixture of liquid asphalt and rock applied to streets to extend the life of the street and improve its appearance.   
This is a wet applied process that needs time to dry PLEASE READ.  

Tuesday, September 29th, Blackline Inc., under contract with, The City of Veneta will be applying a Slurry Seal to your street, or one nearby. (see list below)  Please have all 
vehicles off the street to be sealed by 7:00 a.m. so that the sweeping and preparation can be completed prior seal.  You may park in your driveway and have access to the road until 

8:00 a.m. Access to and from the driveway on the day of work will also be prohibited.  Temporary “No Parking” signs with the date and time of the parking restrictions will be posted in 
advance of the work.  NO VEHICLES WILL BE ALLOWED ON THE STREET UNTIL THE WORK IS COMPLETE. 

TRAFFIC IMPACTS - It will be necessary to CLOSE your or one of your access streets to driving, parking and foot traffic.  Violators will be subject to towing.   

D ROAD WORK: BLACKLINE, INC. MAY NOT DO THE WORK FOR THE FOLLOWING REASONS: FORECASTED COLD/RAINY WEATHER, ACTUAL COLD/RAINY 
WEATHER OR SCHEDULING ISSUES. IN THE EVENT ROAD WORK IS NOT PERFORMED ON YOUR STREET THE DAY OF YOUR NOTIFICATION, YOU WILL  

  Do’s:      

 On your slurry seal day, park your car out of the work area, (on a street that 
does not have “No Parking” signs).  

 If it is your trash/recycling day, leave trash cans at the curb before 7 am. 
Trash trucks will either come very early prior to work beginning, or at the end 
of the day when the street is opened.  

 Drive on the street only after street has been re-opened for through traffic. 
Drive slowly. The new slurry/overlay is still fairly fresh and could get damaged 
easily.  

 The night before the work is to begin:  
o Remove all dumpsters, basketball hoops, trailers and vehicles parked 

on the street. 
o Turn off sprinklers that run-off water onto the street. 

 Make sure you inform deliveries, visitors and personal contractors (painters, 
moving crew, etc.) of the street work, and if possible reschedule to another 
day.  
 
 

           Don’t:     

 DON’T MOVE OR REMOVE BARRICADES. 
 Do not drive your car on the fresh slurry or overlay; it could ruin your car and the street. 

Wait until the street is opened for through traffic.  
 Follow these driving guidelines for the next 1-2 days. 

o No sharp turns or U turns 
o No speeding 
o No sharp or hard breaks/stops 
o No stationary power steering turns 
o No fast acceleration 

 If you don’t follow the above guidelines, you may damage your car & the new street will 
have unsightly indentations and grooves in the new pavement. 

WARNING: Driving through the fresh slurry seal could result in fines and damages to both your vehicle and the 
street. Please respect the ongoing construction. Thank you! 
